Fleet Growth: MV Dolfijngracht Returns to NEAS Canadian-Flag Fleet 
Built in 2009, the MV Dolfijngracht (1,075 TEU, 156.9 m) is an ice-class cargo vessel equipped with three 
combinable cranes capable of lifting up to 240 metric tons. 
 
Rejoining the MV QAMUTIK, MV MITIQ, MV NUNALIK, MV SINAA, MV SIVUMUT, and MV UKPIK, the 
Dolfijngracht increases NEAS’s sealift cargo capacity this season by 25%, supporting the delivery of a 
higher quantity of essential goods to remote Arctic communities.
